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As shown in this illustration, a Dyson sphere is a hypothetical 
megastructure that completely encompasses a star to capture 
most all of its power output. It has been theorized that 
advanced alien civilizations, after harnessing all the power of 
their own planet, would eventually utilize all the energy 
radiated by their sun. 



David A. Aguilar is an internationally recognized astronomer and author of non-fiction books designed for space learners of all 
ages.

He is an onscreen contributor and space artist 
for the History Channel “UNIVERSE” series, the Science Channel “NASA’s Unexplained Files”, and NHK (Japanese National 
Television Corporation) COSMIC FRONT series, and a featured contributor in “Chesley Bonestell: A Brush With The Future” - 
an award-winning documentary about this renowned architect, space artist, and visionary.

He continues to travel as a Smithsonian Science Lecturer and Harvard World Tours Expert Study leader, and has crafted 
stellar astronomy experiences across the globe from Kazakhstan to Easter Island to Antarctica.
